Free School Meal Eligibility & Transitional Protection

I am writing to update you regarding the Free School Meal transitional protection that is due to
end on 31 March 2025. Since 1 April 2018, all existing free school meals students have continued
to receive free school meals whilst Universal Credit is rolled out to replace legacy benefits. This
applies even if a household’s earnings rise above the threshold during that time. Therefore, if a
student became eligible for free school meals between 1 April 2018 and 31 March 2025, they will
stay eligible until they leave school — even if the total earnings for the household change.

As this transitional protection is due to end on 31 March 2025, we want to ensure that as many
students can enjoy the benefits of this protection before it ends. Therefore, we are encouraging
all parents who fit the eligibility criteria to apply to check if their child is eligible for FSM before 31
March 2025. Applying is quick, easy, confidential and does not affect any of your current benefits
or employment. To check eligibility and apply please click here. If your child is currently eligible
for Free School Meals, you do not need to reapply.
